She receives a
monthly cash amount on her cell phone and is able to purchase imported food which is plentiful
in the nearby market (imported from other parts of Kenya and from neighbouring countries). 

Today, through this project, Awesit feels empowered because she is able to meet the needs of
her family. Her children are able to eat 2-3 diversified meals a day. She thanks everyone who
made this possible for her because she knows they care.
